Day 9 Sun. This morning you’ll be picked up with fellow travellers and transferred to the Ferry Terminal for a 
high-speed ferry trip to Portuguese-influenced Macau. On arrival you’ll disembark and begin a tour 
to visit Kum Yam Temple and Penha Hill for a magnificent view of the city. Next you’ll visit the ruins 
of St. Paul’s Cathedral and then head to see the Barrier Gate at the border between Macau & 
China. After a western-style lunch you’ll enjoy some free time to visit Casino Lisboa before 
returning back to Hong Kong on the high-speed ferry. (BL) 

Day 10 Mon. Your last day will include some free time for you to explore a little more of your Hong Kong 
surrounds at your own leisure. This is often a good opportunity to snap up some last minute 
shopping before being transferred to the airport for your onward journey.
